69t Avenue and Anoka Street Rehabilitation Project

Start of Construction

A summary of construction to be expected this upcoming week on 69 Avenue & Anoka Street is as follows (note that
dates are subject to changes due to weather, etc.):

Week of June 8:
e Remove the roadway pavement from 69" Avenue and Anoka Street

The contractor will be starting reclaim work on 69" Avenue and Anoka Street beginning on Wednesday, June 10.
Cars cannot be parked on these streets during this work. Please have all parked cars off of the street by
Wednesday, 7 a.m. The contractor will be posting “No Parking” signs along the street to remind you that there will
be no parking allowed on the streets starting Wednesday morning. Overflow parking is asked to park along
Shamrock Lane (north of 69" Avenue across from Stinson Blvd).

e Remove concrete (curb & gutter and trail/retaining wall)

The contractor will start removal of concrete curb & gutter and the bituminous trail & retaining wall (69*" Avenue).
All of the curb & gutter will be removed on the south side of 69" Avenue and there will also be spot repairs of curb
on the north side of 69" Avenue and along Anoka Street. The bituminous trail and the retaining wall in front
Medtronic along the north side of 69" Avenue will also be removed. If the curb in front of your driveway is removed,
the contractor will ramp the area so that you will have access to your driveway.

e Grading the roadway/trail/drainage swale
After the reclaim machine goes through, the contractor will grade the road so that traffic will be able to commute
the roadway. After reclaiming the pavement, there will be a gravel road until the contractor is able to get the first lift

of asphalt placed. The contractor will be placing water on the road periodically to keep the dust down and will be
maintaining the gravel road to avoid holes and hazards in the roadway.

Parking

We ask that you do not park cars on 69" Avenue or Anoka Street in construction areas from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m., Monday-
Friday to allow for the contractor to have the space needed to complete the project. Street parking causes delays for the
contractor and increases the risk of damage to your personal vehicles. Please let us know as soon as possible if you plan
on hosting any events (graduation, birthday, holidays, etc.) and we will do our best to work with our contractor to avoid
any major inconveniences.

We also ask that you refrain from watering your lawn in areas where if the runoff could go onto the new concrete or
gravel road.
